HARRISON TOWNSHIP, MI – Ed McKiernan (right), president of Dometic Sanitation Systems, 
presented three “First Watch” Clean Water Awards at the 7th annual National Clean Boating 
Campaign Celebration, June 12, at the mouth of the Clinton River near Lake St. Clair, Michigan. 

Receiving the awards were two private marinas – MacRay Harbor, Harrison Township, MI, and 
Battery Park Marina, Sandusky, OH – and a municipal marina operated by the city of South 
Haven, MI. Accepting the awards for these operations were (left to right) Steve Remias, 
MacRay Harbor; Van Snider, president of the Michigan Boating Industries Association, on 
behalf of South Haven; and John Pheiffer and Carl Wolf, Battery Park Marina.  

“Each of these marinas provides exceptional pump-out programs,” said McKiernan. “MacRay 
Harbor equips each boatwell with a pump-out – about 200 units. Battery Park has offered pump-
out stations for about 20 years, and have upgraded twice in that period. South Haven began its 
pump-out program in the late 1960s, when Michigan first adopted ‘No Discharge’ guidelines,” 
McKiernan continued. 

Award recipients were presented with a specially engraved Chelsea Shipstrike Clock. The clock 
strikes the traditional ship’s bells – one bell for each half-hour on a four-hour watch at sea – 
thereby representing a long-standing, vital maritime tool. “We truly appreciate the role these 
marinas play in advocating clean water boating, and encourage others to follow their lead,” 
McKiernan said.
